·  APEX learning digital curriculum was just introduced to students who need credit recovery.  APEX is an online learning system that many high schools use for credit recovery.  

· The CAHSEE will be administered on October 2nd and 3rd to 11th and 12th grade students who have not passed. Intervention is being offered to these students in preparation for the test.

· Hour-long grade-level presentations were conducted on September 5th and 6th at the high school for all students to review the following information: review of transcript, CAHSEE, A-G, college information, IB, Early College Program, SJVA College Road Trip, and awards and honors. 

· End of first grading period is Friday, September 20th. Progress report cards will be sent home the following week. 

· One on one meetings are being held with students that are not meeting A-G requirements. 

· Working to enhance and make changes to our existing website www.sjvawolves.com
College and Career Focus

· ASVAB Career Exploration Test will be offered to high school students on October 8, 2013.
· PSAT will be proctored on our campus for 10th and 11th grade students on October 16th.  
· We have created an on-site SAT math tutoring program for high school students every Tuesday, Thursday, and Friday after school. 

· Early college program is going well for first semester. Course offerings are English 101, Sociology 101, Math 96 (pilot program with MSJC), and Math 105.  

· We have 26 students participating in the Early College Program this year.  

· Meeting with MSJC to discuss Spring semester on October 16, 2013.

· Researching Career Technical Education pathway for students for next year.

· Seniors who will be applying to four-year universities will begin the application process in October.  Most universities have a deadline to submit applications by November 30th. 

· A new college club for high school students has been created on campus.  The name that was voted on was A Posse Ad Esse  which is a latin translation of “from possibility to actuality.”  The club will meet every Thursday during lunch.  Many things will be discussed relating to scholarships, other sources of aid, and choosing majors and careers.  We will be doing a lot of research on colleges that students are interested in applying to.  Approximately 20-25 students were present at the first meeting. 

· Valley Chronicle wrote a great article on Andrea Franco as the first student in the San Jacinto Valley to receive the IB Diploma.

· Power of One Club for the middle school meets every Wednesday during lunch.  This club was instrumental in the organization of Yellow Ribbon Week which was September 9th-13th. 

· Created a document of resources in English and Spanish for SJVA parents.  

Athletic Director Report, Garry Ward, September 2013
· The fall sports program is off to a good start, the Varsity football team has 2 wins and 1 loss, and we have a good match coming up this Friday here against Ocean View, the girls Varsity Volleyball  team has already had several games and the cross country team went to a meet Saturday.  The Middle School Flag football team and Middle school girls volley ball teams have their first game this Wednesday Noli @ SJVA  Game time 3:15PM.  

· Sometimes after school there are close to 100 students here doing different sports including all of the above and the Baseball/Softball coaches are holding practice sessions for students not currently on a team.  

· We are having more students than ever expressing an interest in coming out for different teams, and we need to start looking at ways to support practice facilities for all students involved in playing sports.  For example we have between the two volleyball teams over 40 girls practicing at one time, so we will have to buy more equipment and have the middle school team practice over by the elementary basketball courts.
